Tower ingtallation for emergency shelter station at St. Andrew
Lutheran Church.

Franklin's father is Vinson Bowers and sure did a professional
and impressive jobin support of his son's project. The rebar had
been cut and tied so all they had to do wasinsert it into the hole.
He also had constructed a framework that held the 3 anchor
legsin a post ion so that they were exactly perpendicular to the
ground and paralel with each other. He and his son had
arranged for the cement truck to deliver a very small load on a
non working day. Thistook some arm twisting by his father, I'm
sure. The concrete must cure for 30 days before the tower can
be lifted into place. Hopefully we can get some tree limbs
removed before the tower raising. All was completed and the
ground policed by 1130.

This is PHASE 1 of the project. The concrete must cure 30
days before they can proceed to PHASE #2 which will be
erection of the tower. PHASE 3 will be setting up the shack.
