The ARES Angle

Recently my interest in backpacking has been renewed. |
have not done any packing for 8 or 9 years. Naturally, | had
to look over my gear to see what is still usable and what
needs replacing. Fortunately, | had received a couple of the
high-dollar items as Christmas gifts last December: a new
sleeping bag and anew Thermarest pad.

Some of my gear was over 30 years old. You buy good
quality, and it pays you back, that's for sure! But nothing
lasts forever, and one of the items | had to replace was a
water filtration system. For non-bushwhackers, you may not
know that there are no faucets out in the back-of-beyond. It
is necessary to have some way to provide safe drinking
water. Filtration systems are the preferred way: a pump which
takes in "wild" water, filtersit, and delivers it into a canteen
or hydration unit.

This is probably not the kind of thing that has a home in
every ham's go-kit. But maybe some coffee filters and a bottle
of Potable Aqua tablets should. The filters are to strain out
large particles, such as dirt, leaf fragments, etc. The Potable
Aquais to render the water biologically safeto drink. | won't
gointo al the kinds of gazigglies there are in untreated water;
further information can be found on most camping-oriented
websites or books.

In most instances that we as ARES operators are likely to
see, we may not need to treat water. Modern disaster
planning involves providing safe water as a top priority in
areas where a disaster has affected normal municipal
systems. But afew coffee filters and a bottle of Potable Aqua
tablets are lightweight, inexpensive insurance. Potable

Aqua can be found in most any store that sells camping
gear, and even in some drug stores, for around $6 per bottle.
And for now, that'sthe ARES Angle.
